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MAJOR DHYAN CHAND
(The Magician of Hockey and the
Legacy of National Sports Day)

(Asian independent)  In the glori-
ous chapters of Indian sports history
very few names has shined as
brightly as that of Major Dhyan
Chand.He is often revered as the
“Hockey Wizard” or “Magician of
Hockey” by the hockey lovers
across the globe.His remarkable
hockey skills and contribution to the
game not only brought India inter-
national glory but also laid the foun-
dation of the country’s enduring
passion for hockey. His life and
achievements are celebrated every
year on 29th August as National
Sports Day in India a day that hon-
ors his birth anniversary and high-
lights the importance of sports in
nation-building.
EARLY LIFE AND RISE TO
FAME 
Dhyan Chand was born on 29th
August 1905 in Allahabad (now
Prayagraj), Uttar Pradesh. Initially,
sports were not a central part of his
childhood. In fact young Dhyan
Chand was more inclined toward
serving in the Indian Army, which
he eventually joined at the age of
16. It was during his service that he
discovered his natural talent for
hockey. His exceptional stick work,
control over the ball and unmatched
ability to score goals quickly earned
him recognition among his
peers.His name Chand was given
because he would practice hockey
at night under the moonlight after
completing his duties—a dedication
that foreshadowed his extraordinary
career.
GLORIOUS CAREER AND
INTERNATIONAL TRIUMPHS 
Dhyan Chand represented India in
three consecutive Olympic
Games—Amsterdam (1928), Los
Angeles (1932) and Berlin (1936).
In all three Olympics, India won the
gold medals, dominating the sport
and showcasing unparalleled mas-
tery. In the 1928 Amsterdam
Olympics, India defeated the
Netherlands 3–0 in the final, with

Dhyan Chand scoring two goals.
This victory put India firmly on the
global hockey map.
In the 1932 Los Angeles Olympics,
India crushed the USA 24–1, a
record-breaking win, with Dhyan
Chand and his brother Roop Singh
scoring the majority of the goals.
The 1936 Berlin Olympics were
particularly historic. Played in front
of Adolf Hitler and a large German
crowd, India defeated Germany 8–1
in the final, with Dhyan Chand mes-
merizing the audience with his stick
work. His performance was so
extraordinary that Hitler is said to
have offered him a high military
position in Germany, which Dhyan
Chand politely declined. In his
career, Dhyan Chand is estimated to
have scored over 400 goals in inter-
national matches a feat unmatched
in his era.
PLAYING STYLE AND LEGACY 
Dhyan Chand’s style was often
described as magical. He dribbled
so effortlessly that many spectators
felt the ball was glued to his stick.
His vision on the field ,anticipation
of the opponent’s moves and ability

to score from impossible angles
made him a global icon. Legends
grew around him—opponents even
broke his hockey stick during
matches to check if magnets were
hidden inside it. Such anecdotes,
though exaggerated, reflect the awe
and admiration he commanded.
RECOGNITION AND HONORS 
Despite limited recognition during
his lifetime, Dhyan Chand’s stature
has grown immensely over the
years. In the year 1956 he was
awarded the Padma Bhushan,
India’s third-highest civilian honor.
To this day he is remembered not
only as a sportsman but as a symbol
of humility, discipline and patriot-
ism. In the year 2021, the presti-
gious Khel Ratna Award, India’s
highest sporting honor was renamed
as the Major Dhyan Chand Khel
Ratna Award ensuring his legacy
inspires generations.
NATIONAL SPORTS DAY 
In recognition of his unparalleled
contributions, 29th August, Dhyan
Chand’s birth anniversary, is
observed as National Sports Day in
India.

The day serves multiple purposes:
1.It commemorates the legacy of
Dhyan Chand.
2.It promotes awareness about the
importance of sports and fitness in
everyday life.
On this day the honorable President
of India confers the prestigious
sports awards such as the Arjuna
Award, Dronacharya Award and the
Major Dhyan Chand Khel Ratna
Award to athletes and coaches for
their excellence. National Sports
Day thus serves as both a tribute to
a legend and a reminder of the uni-
fying power of sports in shaping the
identity and aspirations of a nation.
Major Dhyan Chand was not mere-
ly a hockey player; he was an artist
with a stick, a patriot who played for
the pride of his country, and a leg-
end whose name has become syn-
onymous with Indian hockey. His
life continues to inspire young ath-
letes to strive for excellence and
uphold the spirit of sportsmanship.
By celebrating National Sports Day
on his birth anniversary India not
only honors his contribution but
also reinforces the message that
sports are essential and integral part
for holistic development of the stu-
dents and sports are necessary for
the national pride.

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The story of how Dr. B.R.
Ambedkar became India’s first
Law Minister in Nehru’s cabinet
has long been told as a tale of
Mahatma Gandhi’s magnanimity.
According to this popular narra-
tive, Gandhi personally recom-
mended Ambedkar for the cabinet
as an “extraordinary act of recon-
ciliation.” However, recent schol-
arly research reveals a far more
complex and fascinating reality
that challenges this conventional
wisdom.

Why the Gandhi Story Doesn’t
Add Up

The traditional narrative falls apart
when we examine the bitter rela-
tionship between Gandhi and
Ambedkar in the 1940s. Ambedkar
had written a scathing critique of
Gandhi in his book “What
Congress and Gandhi Have Done
to the Untouchables,” systemati-
cally exposing Gandhi’s paternalis-
tic approach toward Dalits and crit-
icizing Congress policies as mere
tokenism.

This book created deep bitterness
between the two leaders. Gandhi
felt exposed and humiliated by
Ambedkar’s sharp analysis. The
tensions were so severe that
Woodrow Wyatt, who was part of
Parliamentary Group to visit India
and personal assistant to Stafford
Cripps of the Cabinet Mission. He
documented in his book
“Confessions of an Optimist” that
Gandhi told them they should not
meet or talk to Ambedkar, labelling
him as one of the “bad men” along
with M.N. Roy. Given this level of
hostility, the idea that Gandhi
would personally recommend
Ambedkar for a cabinet position
seems highly implausible.

A Web of Negotiations

Thanks to detailed research by his-
torians like Ramachandra Guha
and Ashok Gopal, we now know
that Ambedkar’s cabinet appoint-
ment resulted from a complex web
of negotiations involving multiple
intermediaries and influences.

The Domestic Mediators

1. Rajkumari Amrit Kaur
India’s first Health Minister and a
close associate of Gandhi, played a
crucial role as an intermediary. A
Christian of Sikh background.
According to Ramachandra Guha’s
research in “Gandhi: The Years
That Changed the World, 1914-
1948”:

(I) Amrit Kaur was impressed with
Ambedkar’s contributions to the
Fundamental Rights Committee
(II) After meeting with Ambedkar,

she learned that he “would like to
come to an agreement with
Congress”
(III) She persuaded Ambedkar to
consider dropping his demand for
separate electorates in favour of
joint electorates
(IV) Amrit Kaur conveyed these
conversations to key Congress
leaders including Nehru,
Rajagopalachari, and Kripalani
(V) When she discussed this with
Gandhi, he initially wrote back that
Ambedkar’s demands could not be
conceded

2. The Patel Connection: Another
Key Player
Ramachandra Guha’s research
reveals yet another crucial interme-
diary in the Ambedkar negotia-
tions:

3. Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel
In July 1946, Dr. Ambedkar met
with Patel through trade unionist
N.M. Joshi to discuss a possible
alliance between the Congress and
the Scheduled Caste Federation.
The correspondence between Patel
and Gandhi about this potential
alliance is revealing:

(I) Patel wrote to Gandhi about the
proposed alliance with Ambedkar
(II) Gandhi initially replied that it
was a “risk”
(III) Patel persisted, making a
strong case for the alliance with
Ambedkar
(IV) Gandhi eventually relented,
writing: “If you see no risk in it,
what is there for me to say? Do by
all means settle with Ambedkar”

This exchange shows that by mid-
1946, serious discussions about
bringing Ambedkar into the
Congress fold were already under-
way, and that Gandhi was initially
reluctant but eventually gave Patel
permission to proceed.

3. Jagjivanji Ram
A curious case of Jagivan Ram
who was in the Congress. He
played a mediating role. However,
different sources provide conflict-
ing accounts of exactly how this
mediation worked:
According to Ramachandra Guha’s
research, Jagjivanji Ram wrote to
Gandhi arguing that if their “old
adversary” (Ambedkar) would join
hands with them, this might ensure
that “the problem of the Scheduled
Caste is solved before it takes a
serious turn and goes adrift like the
Muslim question.”
This suggests Jagjivanji Ram took
the initiative to approach Gandhi
about including Ambedkar.

But Indrani Jagjivan Ram, in her
memoir “Milestone: A Memoir,”
provides a completely different
version. She writes that Ambedkar
would visit their home often, and

one day Ambedkar himself sug-
gested that Jagjivan Ram should
have a word with Gandhi about
including him in the cabinet. He
sought Patel first for advice, he
said do what you think is right.
According to this account, it was
Ambedkar who requested Jagjivan
Ram’s intervention, not Jagjivan
Ram taking independent initiative.
Furthermore, Indrani Jagjivan
Ram’s account does not make
sense. It’s a complete contradic-
tion. Patel was already having talks
with Gandhi over Ambedkar. If for
some reason it was before
Patel/Gandhi discussion. Gandhi
was hostile to Ambedkar as
Woodrow Wyatt wrote.
This contradiction is crucial
because it shows how family mem-
oirs can sometimes misremember
or misinterpret.

Congress Commitment

The Congress commitment to
Ambedkar went beyond just cabi-
net inclusion. In December 1946,
Ambedkar was elected from a
Bengal province seat. However,
with the partition of India,
Ambedkar lost his seat as that area
went to Pakistan. Patel took deci-
sive action to ensure Ambedkar
remained politically viable:

(I) Patel asked B.G. Kher, the Chief
Minister of Bombay Presidency, to
make arrangements for
Ambedkar’s election
(II) A Congress member was per-
suaded to vacate his seat
(III) Ambedkar was then elected in
that member’s place

This demonstrates that the
Congress, particularly under
Patel’s direction, was actively
working to maintain Ambedkar’s
political position and ensure his
continued participation in the con-
stitutional process.

The International Dimension

Perhaps most surprisingly, Ashok

Gopal’s book “A Part Apart”
reveals an international dimension
to Ambedkar’s appointment that
has been largely overlooked.
According to Gopal’s research:

(I) Eamon de Valera
The Irish nationalist leader, recom-
mended Ambedkar’s name to
either Viceroy Mountbatten or
Nehru
(II) Edwina Mountbatten
Wrote an undated letter to
Ambedkar expressing her personal
satisfaction that he was “supervis-
ing” the constitution-making
process
(III) She described Ambedkar as
“the only genius who can give
equal justice to every class and
creed”

This international recognition of
Ambedkar’s capabilities suggests
that progressive networks beyond
India understood his unique quali-
fications for constitutional work.

The Turning Point: April to July
1947

The crucial transformation
occurred between April and July
1947. In April, Gandhi had rejected
Ambedkar’s demands outright. But
by July 11, Nehru was writing to C.
Rajagopalachari that he had spo-
ken to Ambedkar and that
Ambedkar had agreed to join the
cabinet.

What Changed?

Several factors contributed to this
dramatic shift:

(I) The Partition Crisis
The looming partition of India into
India and Pakistan created an
unprecedented national emergency.
(II) Strategic Calculations
Ambedkar recognized that his bar-
gaining position had fundamental-
ly changed. A fragmented India
might not be able to guarantee
even the basic protections that joint
electorates with reservations could

provide.
(III) Constitutional requirement
The new nation desperately needed
the best legal and constitutional
minds available. Ambedkar’s
expertise was simply needed for
the massive task of constitution-
making.

Another Version Emerges

Chief Minister Himanta Biswa
Sarma of Assam made a startling
claim.
According to CM Sarma and some
sources, Nehru wanted Sir Ivor
Jennings, a British constitutional
expert. However, when Nehru
approached Gandhi for approval in
late July 1947, Gandhi rejected the
proposal, reportedly saying “When
we are sending the foreigners
away, why a foreigner again?”
Instead, Gandhi insisted on
Ambedkar, recognizing his “intel-
lect and ability,” and recommended
him for both the position of Law
Minister and Chairman of the
Drafting Committee.

The Contradictions Are Striking

This conflicting version raises sev-
eral puzzling questions:

1. Why would Gandhi, who was
reportedly so hostile to Ambedkar,
suddenly champion him over a
British expert?

2. How does this reconcile with the
detailed accounts of Rajkumari
Amrit Kaur’s mediation efforts and
the complex negotiations described
by Ramachandra Guha?

3. Is this yet another attempt to
give Gandhi retroactive credit for
Ambedkar’s appointment?

4. Could multiple scenarios have
occurred – Nehru supposedly
asked his sister, Vijayalakshmi
Pandit, to approach Jennings. It
was Jennings who said that
Ambedkar was very capable to
draft the constitution. This story is

repeated often but needs verifica-
tion from scholars.
Different political parties and his-
torians may be promoting versions
that serve their contemporary polit-
ical purposes.
Each version might contain ele-
ments of truth, but none captures
the complete picture of what was
likely a very complex process.

Conclusion

The real story of Ambedkar’s cabi-
net appointment reveals just how
complex historical truth can be.

Understanding these competing
stories helps us appreciate not just
Ambedkar’s remarkable journey to
the cabinet, but also how historical
narratives are constructed.
Regardless of which version is
most accurate, all accounts recog-
nize that Ambedkar’s inclusion
was essential for India’s constitu-
tional success. Whether through
Gandhi’s recognition, Nehru’s
pragmatism, or the efforts of multi-
ple intermediaries, the outcome
was the same: India got the consti-
tutional architect it needed. This
understanding gives Ambedkar his
proper due as someone whose
inclusion was not an act of charity
by anyone, but a recognition of
indispensable talent that the new
nation could not afford to ignore.
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Simmering Tensions: UK Immigration Policy and Protest Response
THE ASIAN INDEPEND-

ENT UK

The United Kingdom finds
itself grappling with esca-
lating social tensions as
government policies on
asylum seekers and irregu-
lar migration continue to
fuel public discontent. The
accommodation of asylum
seekers in hotels across the
country has become a flash-
point for controversy, with
many communities express-
ing frustration over what
they perceive as govern-
mental inaction on immi-
gration control. This situa-
tion has created a volatile
atmosphere where protest
movements from opposing
sides regularly clash, rais-
ing serious questions about
policing impartiality and
justice system fairness.

Government Response
Failures

The current approach to
housing asylum seekers in
hotels has proven both
expensive and unpopular.
The government now
spends over £8 million per
day housing asylum seekers
in hotels – nearly £3 billion
annually. This costs around
£145 per night per person,
compared to just £14 per
night for standard dispersal
accommodation. By 2024,
nearly half of all asylum
seekers were living in
hotels, up from only 4% in
2018.

This costly approach has
created focal points for
community discontent.
Rather than addressing
immigration processing
delays or implementing,
successive governments
have relied on expensive
temporary solutions.
Communities feel aban-
doned while taxpayers face
mounting bills, creating
space for more extreme
voices to gain popluarity..
The government’s response

has focused on law enforce-
ment rather than fixing the
underlying system failures.

The Protest Disparity

Different protest move-
ments face vastly different
treatment from law enforce-
ment. Anti-immigration
protests during summer
2024 riots saw harsh conse-
quences: 1,840 arrests,
1,103 charges, and prison
sentences averaging two
years.

Meanwhile, pro-Palestine
demonstrations involving
millions of participants
resulted in only 36 charges
total – a dramatically lower
rate. Anti-fascist counter-
protests have faced minimal
legal consequences despite
inflammatory incidents.

Questions of Unequal
Justice

This disparity has fueled
widespread allegations of
“two-tier policing.” Critics

argue that while anti-immi-
gration protesters face
imprisonment, other groups
engaging in potentially
inflammatory activities face
little consequence. This
perception of unequal treat-
ment has become a griev-
ance itself, potentially radi-
calizing moderate voices.

Escalating Tensions

The combination of unre-
solved immigration con-
cerns, perceived injustice in
law enforcement, and gov-
ernmental heavy-handed-
ness has created a danger-
ous situation.
Each harsh sentence for
anti-immigration protesters
while other groups appear
to face lighter conse-
quences adds fuel to griev-
ances about establishment
bias. Meanwhile, the under-
lying immigration issues
remain unaddressed, ensur-
ing continued public frus-
tration.

Recent events, including

plans for further “Great
British National Protests,”
suggest these tensions are
far from resolved. The
cycle of protest, harsh
response, and increased
resentment appears to be
intensifying rather than
cooling.

Toward Resolution

The government needs
acknowledge legitimate
concerns while maintaining
the rule of law consistently.
The government must
address immigration policy
failures that create commu-
nity tensions while ensuring
equal treatment under the
law regardless of protest-
ers’ political affiliation.
Without such measures, the
simmering tensions risk
boiling over into more seri-
ous social unrest, threaten-
ing the stability that effec-
tive governance requires.
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Understanding Indian Deportations from the UK

THE ASIAN INDEPENDENT UK
In recent months, there has been a noticeable
increase in the number of Indian nationals
being deported from the United Kingdom.
This rise has created concerns within the
Indian diaspora and among families with rel-
atives living or working in the UK. It is
important to understand the reasons and what
it means in reality.

1. The majority of Indian nationals who are
deported from the UK are those who have
overstayed their visas, such as student visas,
work permits, or visitor visas. Many arrive
legitimately but end up staying beyond the
permitted time without legal status. Some are
found to have entered the UK on bogus stu-
dent visas—that is, students enrolled in non-
genuine or low-quality institutions, using this
route to live or work illegally. Others work
without proper authorization or have failed
asylum claims. These immigration breaches
are the primary reasons for deportations.

2. A smaller but significant group involves
Indian nationals who have been convicted of
serious crimes in the UK. The UK govern-
ment has recently adopted an expanded

“deport now, appeal later” policy, allowing
faster deportation of foreign offenders to
reduce prison overcrowding and costs. India
has been included in this list because a
notable number of Indian prisoners serve sen-
tences in UK prisons. However, it is impor-
tant fact that deportations due to criminal con-
victions is very small minority.

Many deportations are enforced rather than
voluntary, involving detention before
removal. The UK government has reallocated
resources to strengthen immigration enforce-
ment, leading to increased returns of Indian
nationals. Official statistics show that
enforced removals of Indians have more than
doubled recently, reflecting this crackdown.
Despite these measures, deportations remain
a legal and administrative process aimed at
upholding immigration laws and public safe-
ty.

The recent UK-India Free Trade Agreement,
signed in 2025, has not influenced deporta-
tion policies. The trade deal focuses on
enhancing business ties and providing limited
short-term mobility options for professionals
but does not impact immigration enforcement

or length of stay provisions.

For Indian families overseas, these deporta-
tions bring challenges, including emotional
distress and economic uncertainty. Families
face separation, potential job losses, and dis-
ruption of education for children.

In conclusion, deportations of Indian nation-
als from the UK are primarily due to visa
overstays, illegal working, bogus student
enrollments. These actions reflect UK gov-
ernment efforts to enforce immigration rules,
ensure public safety, and manage resources
efficiently.
The government needs to expand and speed
up the process as to reduce the burden on the
taxpayer. This policy of ‘ deport now, appeal
later’ is excellent needs to applied to the boat
people arriving daily.
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The grooming gang scandal
is one of the most serious
and controversial issues in
modern British history.
Most people know about
the high-profile cases
from the 1990s
onwards, such as
those in Rotherham,
Rochdale, and
Telford.
However, new historical
research by J’accuse has
found evidence that organ-
ized child sexual exploita-
tion by groups of Pakistani
men started much earlier –
as far back as the 1950s.

The J’accuse Research:
Method and Findings

The J’accuse investigation
took a different approach
compared to traditional
academic studies and gov-
ernment reports. Instead of
just looking at official
records or court cases, the
researchers searched
through old British news-
papers from 1945 to 1975.
They used the British
Newspaper Archive to find
news reports that were
written at the time these
crimes happened.

While this method isn’t sci-
entific but it gives us the
most complete picture we
have of early cases. This
approach is important
because it shows us inci-
dents that happened before
modern child protection
systems existed, and before
there was widespread pub-
lic awareness of organized
child sexual exploitation.

The J’accuse findings chal-
lenge the common belief
that grooming gangs start-
ed in the 1970s (as the
Alexis Jay report suggest-
ed) or in the late 1990s (as
some politicians claim).
There are also reports of
Sikh girls groomed by pak-
istani men during the
1970s.
The research shows evi-
dence of organized sexual
exploitation happening
within the first ten years of
large-scale Pakistani immi-
gration to Britain.

Historical Context:
Pakistani Immigration to
Britain (1948-1970s)

To understand how groom-
ing gangs developed, we

need to look at the big-
ger picture of
Pakistani immigra-
tion to Britain. The
1948 British

Nationality Act gave
people from
Commonwealth countries
the right to live and work
in the UK.

Pakistani immigration
started small, with about
10,000 people in the 1951
census, but grew rapidly:
(I). 119,000 by 1971
(II). 747,000 by 2001

The geographical concen-
tration of this immigration
was important for under-
standing later criminal
activity. About 80% of
British Pakistanis came
from the Mirpur District of
Azad Jammu and Kashmir.
In the 1960s, this region
experienced massive dis-
placement when the
Mangla Dam was built,
which flooded over 280
villages and displaced
more than 110,000 people.
This created chain migra-
tion patterns where Mirpuri
communities concentrated
in specific British towns
and cities.

Bradford is a good example
of this demographic
change. From about 30
Indo-Pakistanis in 1944-45,
the city’s Pakistani popula-
tion grew to 12,000 by
1964, with 5,000 coming
specifically from Mirpur.
By 1970, this had increased
to 21,000, and by 2021, the
Pakistani population of the
Bradford area was 139,553.
Similar patterns happened
throughout Northern and
Midlands England.

Early Cases: Evidence
from the 1950s-1960s

The J’accuse research
found what it calls the first
clear grooming case in
1955, when four Bradford-
based Pakistani men

appeared in court accused
of having sexual relations
with a 15-year-old girl
from Middlesbrough. This
case is particularly signifi-
cant because it happened in
Bradford, where authorities
have consistently refused
calls for full investigations
into historical grooming
gang activity.

The documented cases
from the 1950s and 1960s
show several consistent
patterns that would later
become typical of more
widely known grooming
gang operations. The 1957
case in Kent involved two
missing girls, aged 13 and
14, whose mothers suspect-
ed they had traveled to
London to meet Pakistani
men they knew. The way
newspapers reported this at
the time, talking about con-
cerns over “bad company,”
suggests that communities
were already aware of
predatory behavior.

Cases from Keighley
(1959), Halifax (1959 and
1966), Nelson (1960, 1963,
and 1964), and Oldham
(1966) show how wide-
spread these incidents were
across Yorkshire and
Lancashire – areas that
would later become well-
known for grooming gang
activity. The 1960 Nelson
case is particularly impor-
tant because it involved
moving girls between
Nelson and Bradford,
showing that perpetrators
were working together
across different locations.

The consistency of these
early reports suggests these
weren’t just isolated inci-
dents but emerging patterns
of organized exploitation.
The 1962 case of a 14-year-
old girl who lived with a

Pakistani man for two
weeks after meeting him in
a coffee bar, and was told
not to reveal her real age,
shows sophisticated
grooming techniques.
Similarly, the 1964 case
involving two girls from
Colne, aged 15 and 16, who
admitted living with
Pakistani men in Blackburn
“out of curiosity,” shows
how manipulation and
exploitation of teenage
psychology was being
used.

How Authorities and
Communities Responded

The early cases document-
ed by J’accuse show that
concerns about Pakistani
men exploiting young
British girls were being
raised in official channels
from the 1950s onwards.
Court cases consistently
resulted in supervision
orders, placements in care
homes, and warnings to
young girls to “keep away
from these people,” show-
ing that authorities recog-
nized a pattern of predatory
behaviour.

However, these early
responses focused mainly
on managing the victims
rather than systematically
prosecuting the perpetra-
tors or addressing the root
causes. The 1966 Oldham
case, where a police super-
intendent described the
incident as “part of a
broader issue in the area,”
suggests that police knew
about systematic problems
but lacked either the
resources or political will
to address them properly.

The language used in news-
paper reports also shows
the challenges authorities
faced in addressing cultur-

ally sensitive crimes.
References to “Pakistani
acquaintances,” “men of
dubious character,” and
indirect descriptions of
sexual assault show a
reluctance to directly con-
front the ethnic aspect of
these crimes – a pattern
that would continue for
decades.

How the Problem Got
Worse Over Time

The J’accuse research
shows that incidents
became both more frequent
and more serious through-
out the 1960s and early
1970s. While the 1950s
cases mainly involved indi-
vidual perpetrators, the
1960s showed evidence of
group activity and coordi-
nation. The 1970 case
involving four Pakistani
men charged with kidnap-
ping and gang rape repre-
sents a clear evolution
toward the organized group
exploitation that would
later become typical of rec-
ognized grooming gang
operations.

The geographic spread also
becomes clear in the docu-
mented cases, with inci-
dents reported across
England from Newcastle to
Reading, High Wycombe to
Leicester. This spread sug-
gests either the develop-
ment of networks between
perpetrators in different
locations or the independ-
ent emergence of similar
patterns of exploitation
across multiple Pakistani
communities.

Conclusions

The J’accuse research pro-
vides compelling evidence
that organized sexual
exploitation by groups of
Pakistani-heritage men
occurred much earlier than
previously documented in
official inquiries. This
finding has implications
for understanding both the
historical development of
grooming gang activity and
the institutional failures
that allowed such crimes to
continue largely unad-
dressed for decades.

The research also high-
lights the long-standing
nature of institutional
awareness and inaction.
The fact that courts and
police were addressing
these issues from the 1950s
onwards, yet failed to pre-
vent their escalation into
the large-scale exploitation
documented in recent
decades, reveals systemic
failures in both law
enforcement and social
services that span multiple
generations of public ser-
vants and political leader-
ship.

The J’accuse research con-
tributes to a more complete
historical understanding of
grooming gang develop-
ment while raising uncom-
fortable questions about
the relationship between
immigration, cultural inte-
gration, and child protec-
tion.
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Upset Hindus seek apology from Nestlé for
non-disclosure of beef in products sold in UK

(Asian independent) Hindus are
asking for an official apology
from the Swiss multinational food
conglomerate Nestlé for non-dis-
closure of beef in its various food
products sold in the United
Kingdom (UK); and their imme-
diate recall.
Hindu statesman Rajan Zed, in a
statement in Nevada today, said
that it was shocking for Hindus to
learn that some popular Nestlé
products like Nestlé Aero
Peppermint Chocolate Mousse,
Nestlé Milkybar Mousse, and
Nestlé Rolo Dessert; which UK
Hindus had been consuming for
years, contained beef; while beef
was not explicitly mentioned
under the ingredients listed on the
packages/boxes.
Zed, who is President of Universal
Society of Hinduism, stated that
some Nestlé products sold in the
UK contained gelatine, but the
source of gelatine was not men-
tioned under the “Ingredients” on
packages/boxes (only “gelatine”
was mentioned). When Zed con-
tacted the company, Nestlé UK&I
Consumer Engagement Services
responded: “We can confirm that
the following products contain
beef gelatin: Nestlé Rolo Dessert,
Nestlé Aero Peppermint
Chocolate Mousse, and Nestlé
Milkybar Mousse”.
Consumption of beef is highly
conflicting to Hindu beliefs. Cow,
the seat of many deities, is sacred
and has long been venerated in
Hinduism; Rajan Zed points out.
It was a very serious issue for the
devotees and would severely hurt
their feelings if they would come
to know that they were unknow-
ingly eating beef-laced Nestlé
products, Zed noted. Is this the
same Nestlé, which claims: “We
are Nestlé. The Good food, Good
life company. We believe in the
power of food to enhance lives.”?

Zed asked.
Rajan Zed further said that it was
hard to comprehend why Nestlé,
“a world-leading brand portfolio
with over 2,000 brands” and
which showcases itself to be “A
force for good”, did not mention
explicitly under the ingredients on
the packages/boxes the source of
gelatine used in its products.
Now was the time for Nestlé to
admit their error of not being

transparent enough to mention in
clear and simple terms what was
inside the package/box so that an
ordinary consumer could make
right and appropriate choices, Zed
indicated. Moreover, in future,
Nestlé should explicitly list beef in
the ingredients on the
package/box when beef was pres-
ent in the product; Zed added.
Hinduism was the oldest and third
largest religion of the world with

about 1.2 billion adherents and a
rich philosophical thought; and it
should not be taken frivolously.
No faith, larger or smaller, should
be mishandled; Rajan Zed
remarked.
Besides apologizing; Zed urged
Nestlé CEO Laurent Freixe and its
Chairman Paul Bulcke; to recall
all packages/boxes of products
containing gelatine where source
of gelatine was not clearly men-

tioned; and later replace these with
packages/boxes which markedly
declared source of gelatine under
the ingredients label.
Nestlé; whose history goes back to
1867, whose sales in 2024 was
CHF 91.4 billion, and whose
products are sold in 185 countries;
claims to “help people and pets
live happier, healthier lives”.
Nestlé UK Ltd is headquartered in
Crawley (West Sussex).
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This year ’s monsoon has brought mis-
er ies  in  the Himalayan s ta tes  of
Uttarakhand and Himachal  Pradesh.
Two of the most popular tourist desti-
nations in Himachal Pradesh, Kullu and
Manali have faced the terrible destruc-
tion with National High way washed
away at many places and age old iron
bridges look helpless to rising tide of
Ravi and Satluj rivers. The sight of big
hotels  and buildings collapsing l ike
cards and vehicles swimming in the
river like paper boat is painful and dis-
turbing.

The impact of floods in Himachal has
actually been more devastating in the
low line areas of Punjab which are com-
pletely submerged. Similar devastation
is  being reported from Jammu and
Kashmir too. This has left hundreds
deaths and many more missing while
millions being displaced both in India
as well as in Pakistan. This is the sec-
ond consecutive year when the these
three states of Uttarakhand, Himachal
Pradesh and Jammu Kashmir have wit-
nessed massive destruction due to land-
sl ide,  c loudbursts  and heavy rains
which brought massive floods.

The Tribute reported that ‘Three flood-
gates of the 150-year-old Madhopur
headworks were washed away as 2.12
lakh cusecs of water reached there after
heavy rain in the Ravi’s catchment area
in Jammu. The authorities had requisi-
tioned 90 people from all over the state
to open some of the 54 floodgates here
late last  evening.  These were stuck
because of  massive s i l t  deposi t ion.
While they continued work, the several-
foot-high silt deposits made it impossi-
ble for them to open the floodgates. As
the water level continued to rise and
three of those working on the gates fell
in the gushing waters, the operation
was called off and 60 personnel work-
ing on the job were airlifted by the
Army. While two of those who fell were
rescued,  a  chargeman is  reportedly
missing.’

It seems that the major rivers such as
Ravi, Beas, Sutlej and Chenab have
broken all the past records and have
brought  massive destruct ion every-
where as Dams are overflowing beyond
their capacities and have released huge
water resulting in bigger destruction
and devastation in the low line areas of
Punjab. Many villages and towns are
submerged,  houses ,  roads,  bui ldings
have collapsed and connectivity with
major towns been affected.

The landslides, cloudbursts and flash
floods created an unprecedented crisis
in Uttarakhand where a beautiful vil-
lage Dharali,  a few kilometers before
Gangotri dham, got completely washed
away due to devastating floods at Khir
Gad, An artificial lake has been formed
in Bhagirathi  near  Harsi l .  Another
report of lake formation came in the

Yamuna valley from Syan Chatt i  in
Uttarkashi district a few days back.

According to a report till  the first week
of August more than 700 incidents of
‘natural disaster ’ occurred resulting in
the death of 209 people and injuries of
491. The State Disaster Management
department data says that in the last 10
years there are 4,654 reported incidents
of landslides. Surprisingly, Uttarkashi
district actually does not top in these
incidents as Pauri, Pithoragarh, Tehri,
Chamoli ,  Champawat  have reported
more incidents  of  disaster  than
Uttarkashi though this year, Uttarkashi
has definitely dominated in the news
for cloudburst and flashflood. Entire
Gangotri Uttarkashi high way is dam-
aged at various places due to heavy
rains and landslides.

In Himachal Pradesh the swelling water
of Beas and the Sutlej due to heavy rain
in the catchment areas in upper reaches
of Himachal Pradesh have resulted in
overflowing of the reservoirs in the
three dams compelling the authorities
to release of water. As per newspaper
reports ,  the water  level  in  Pong
remained over the danger mark, neces-
sitating 94,845 cusecs of water to be
released. Similarly, in the Ranjit Sagar
Dam, while 2.15 lakh cusecs of water
was released in the morning, the release
was brought down to 52,493 cusecs by
the evening.  From Bhakra,  43,800
cusecs of controlled release was made.’
(  Tribune,  Chandigarh).  Such heavy
release has inundated the low line areas
in various district of Punjab and report-
edly destroyed the crop in 2.30 lakh
acres area.

Damage in Himachal is extraordinary

The heavy floods and the rising water
due to release from various dams have
resulted in unimaginable destruction in
Himachal Pradesh. Bridges, buildings,
roads, hospitals, schools etc have swept
away in the ferocious water of Ravi and
Beas.

‘Flash floods in the Ravi river have
caused large-scale destruction in Bada
Bhangal ,  a  remote t r ibal  vi l lage in
Dhauladhar mountain ranges of Kangra
district, washing away all government
buildings and damaging critical infra-
structure. The village, situated at an
altitude of 7,800 feet, is accessible only
by foot through treacherous high-alti-
tude passes. Currently, both approach-
es—via Thamsar Pass (4,700 metres)
and Kalihani Pass (4,800 metres)—have
been rendered impassable.’ as per The
Tribune. The report further add that
Bada Bhangal is a tribal ( Gaddi) domi-
nated area and one of the last strong-
holds of Himalayan Pastoralism which
is fast disappearing with changing pat-
tern of life.

Vaishno Devi Shrine has turned into

It is also important for the authorities
in the government to monitor the water
release patterns of the dams as most of
the submergence due to flood is not
really natural but the heavy release of
the dam water. It need to be seen weath-
er the system of release of water need
to be changed or if there is dereliction
of duty or problem in the system of
managing water.

Let the government without thinking of
political benefit of a crisis focus on not
merely the rehabilitation but seriously
think of its policies related to ‘develop-
ment’ and mass tourism which are the
root cause of these devastation apart
from the climate change processes.
