PM’S ARTICLE ON RSS SUPREMO’S 75TH BIRTHDAY IS AIMED AT WOOING HIM TO REMAIN IN POWER

(Asian independent) Prime
Minister Narendra Modi’s piece
on Mohan Bhagwat released in
all national newspapers on
September 11 on the occasion of
RSS supremo’s 75th birthday
ought not to be construed as his
praise or eulogy for the RSS
chief. It is sheer a manifestation
of his surrender before him
which he performed barely a
fortnight back in the form of a
public statement. May be for the
saffron ecosystem, tenure of
Bhagwat as the head of the RSS
since 2009 was the most societal
transformative and strengthen-
ing spirit of harmony, in reality
he would be remembers as the
weakest RSS chief who could
not withstand the efforts of
Modi himself to demean and
disparage the organisation.

This message is also of the
nature of self-efficacy for Modi.
Bhagwat relinquishing the
office of RSS chief, would
invariably have put pressure on
the PM to follow the footsteps
of Bhagwat on September
17,Modi’s 75th birthday.. But
now he is feeling at least assured
that he would not have to step
down and he can continue to
complete his present tenure till
2029. Of course Bhagwat
deserves a hand from Modi,
which he performed through
this piece.

Modi eulogy of Bhagwat that he
possesses high order of intellect
and has emphatic leadership
qualities, does not conform to
his style of working. He has
been an expert of double speak
and never stuck to his commit-
ments and promises made to the
people. Certainly dithering is
not the hall mark of good and
competent leader. Modi appreci-
ation unfortunately could not
conceal the common feeling that
he has he is not stickler for
norms. He does not speak truth.

Modi claimed that his tenure
would be considered as the most
transformative period in RSS’s
100 year journey. Indeed he was
right. The country has never in

the past witnessed this nature of
communal hatred and killings as
was seen during his leadership.
Bhagwat split the Indian society
on Hindu-Muslim line. His
patronage to the divisive politics
of Modi witnessed worst nature
of societal animosity and turned
a large number of Hindu youths
as mercenaries. It was during his
phase India witnessed massive
lynching. This is his gift to the

country.
Modi heaped praise on Bhagwat
as the embodiment of

Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam. It is
purely a misnomer and false.
What does it imply? Vasudhaiva
Kutumbakam 1is a Sanskrit
phrase meaning “The World is
One Family”. It embodies the
philosophy that all living
beings, the Earth, and the
world’s resources are intercon-
nected and form a single global
family. This concept promotes
universal unity, kindness, and
cooperation, emphasizing that
all people are collectively
responsible for each other and
the planet’s well-being. The phi-
losophy promotes a world free
from discrimination, prejudice,
and violence, fostering a deeper
sense of compassion and under-

advocates for

standing. It
resolving conflicts through dia-
logue, mutual understanding,
and cooperation rather than
through force or coercion.

But what did Bhagwat practice?

He consistently despised
Muslims and even Dalits. It is
entirely wrong to say that he
strengthened social unity and
harmony between communi-
ties.. There are numerous exam-
ples, even his speeches are testi-
mony to the fact Bhagwat har-
vested hatred and provoked
fanatic or Andh Bhakta Hindus
to launch a crusade against
Muslims. Bhagwat is not tired
of preaching that people, espe-

cially Muslims must rise above
boundaries and consider every-
one as their own, as it strength-
ens trust, brotherhood and
equality in society, but in reality
Bhagwat and his disciple Modi
worked against this Hindu phi-
losophy.

It cannot be denied that
Bhagwat has been primarily
responsible for some of the pres-
ent degeneration trends of the
Hindu society. Being the chief

of biggest Hindu organisation he
could well have launched a mis-
sion to cleanse the Hindu socie-
ty of the ills. But he refrained
and simply provoked the Hindu
youths to turn mercenaries.. His
reluctance has done immense
harm to the Hindu society. . He
was keen to induct youths for
turning RSS into an organisation
to demean the minorities. But he
was not interested to transform
the lives of the common Indian
youths and show them a light for
a better future. Modi claimed
that Bhagwat has given the
‘Panch  Parivartan’, which
includes social harmony, family
values, environmental aware-
ness, national selfhood and civic
duties. But it is yet to be seen
whether these have succeeded in
inspiring Indians.

By pursuing a divisive policy
Bhagwat or Modi cannot build
Ek Bharat Shreshtha Bharat.
Bhagwat has been selling utopi-
an ideas. If he has really
believed in India’s diversity and
the celebration of so many dif-
ferent cultures and traditions, he
would not have segregated
Muslims from the Indian socie-
ty.

Modi has been using RSS for his

political gains and did not sub-
scribe to the wvalues of
Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam, for
which Bhagwat allegedly stood.
Once again the political bank-
ruptcy of Modi was on display.
He put Swami Vivekananda
speech of 1893 at Chicago with
the gruesome 9/11 attacks. He
was resorting to metaphor for
decrying Muslims. This is the
tragedy of the RSS which has
been systematically nurtured by
Bhagwat in the last 16 years as
the chief.

While eulogizing Bhagwat for
his leadership quality, Modi
takes us to some really imper-
fect areas. Modi says: “He has
always steered the Organisation
through very complex currents,
never compromising on the core
ideology we are all proud of and
at the same time addressing the
evolving needs of society.”
Modi refrains from identifying
the complex currents and also
defining the core ideology. Both
Bhagwat and Narendra Modi
have failed India in nurturing
and strengthening the constitu-
tional values for building an
inclusive and secular nation.

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Dr. Ambedkar’s views about Education and Employment of Dalits

(Asian independent) Dr.
B.R. Ambedkar, a promi-
nent Dalit leader and
architect of India’s
Constitution, viewed edu-
cation and employment as
essential pillars for the
emancipation and uplift-
ment of Dalits (formerly
known as ‘“untouchables”
or Scheduled Castes). He
believed these areas were
critical to breaking the
cycle of caste-based
oppression, fostering dig-
nity, and achieving social,
economic, and political
equality. His ideas were
shaped by his own experi-
ences of discrimination
and his extensive scholar-
ly work.

Views on Education for
Dalits

Ambedkar saw education
as the most potent weapon
against social inequality,
capable of awakening
critical  consciousness,
instilling dignity, and
enabling individuals to
question injustice. He
emphasized that true edu-
cation should cultivate the
mind, foster humanity,
generate livelihoods,
impart wisdom, promote
egalitarianism, and align
with principles of justice,
equality, fraternity, free-
dom, and fearlessness. A
key quote encapsulating
his philosophy is:
“Cultivation of mind
should be the ultimate aim
of human existence.”

For Dalits specifically, he
advocated making educa-
tion accessible, afford-
able, and compulsory at
the primary level to
address historical denial
of opportunities. He criti-
cized the commercializa-
tion of education and dis-
parities between commu-
nities, pushing for govern-

ment subsidies, scholar-
ships, and reservations to
ensure Dalit representa-
tion in higher education,
particularly in science and
technology fields due to
their employability.
Ambedkar proposed
annual scholarships worth
Rs 2 lakh for Dalit stu-
dents in these courses, Rs
1 lakh grants for studying
abroad (suggesting loans
as an alternative), and
10% seat reservations for
qualified Dalit students in
institutions.

His  famous  slogan,
“Educate, unite, struggle”
(often  rendered as
“Educate, Agitate,
Organize”), highlighted
education’s role in build-
ing character, raising
rights awareness, and fos-
tering unity for collective
action against oppression.
Practically, he founded

organizations like the
Hitkarini Sabha in 1924
and the People’s

Education Society in 1945
to establish colleges, hos-
tels, and libraries for
Dalits, with institutions
like Siddharth College in
Mumbai serving as key
examples. As Chairman of
the Constitution Drafting
Committee, he enshrined
protections in Articles 15
and 17, prohibiting caste-
based discrimination and
abolishing untouchability,
while advocating reserva-
tions 1in education to
bridge gaps. He promoted
scientific, practical teach-
ing methods, physical
education, hygiene, and
democratic curricula
focused on utility and
employment, opposing
religious instruction in
schools.

Views on Employment
for Dalits

Ambedkar strongly sup-
ported reservations in
government jobs and pub-
lic employment for Dalits
as a means to create equal
opportunity in an unequal
society, viewing them as
integral to the constitu-
tional principle of equali-
ty under Article 16. He
argued that without such
measures, communities
historically denied access
would remain excluded,

but reservations should be
confined to a minority of
positions to preserve
overall equality of oppor-
tunity. Economic inde-

pendence, he believed,
was vital for social free-
dom and ending oppres-
sion.

In his August 25, 1949,
Constituent ~ Assembly
speech, Ambedkar advo-
cated extending political
reservations for
Scheduled Castes and
Tribes beyond the pro-
posed 10 years, stating he
was prepared to press for
longer terms due to their
unequal treatment com-
pared to other minorities.
He criticized the short
limit as ungenerous, quot-
ing Edmund Burke to call
for broader support. Upon
resigning as Law Minister
in 1951, he expressed dis-
appointment that constitu-
tional provisions had not
improved Dalit condi-
tions, with ongoing tyran-
ny and discrimination per-
sisting.

A common myth claims
Ambedkar wanted reser-
vations in education and
employment limited to 10
years, but this is false—it

applied only to initial
political reservations in
legislatures, not jobs or
education, and even then,
he sought extensions
without fixed time limits
for affirmative action
overall. He saw caste-
based reservations as nec-
essary to counter systemic
barriers, not as temporary
measures, and pushed for
their effective implemen-
tation to achieve genuine
empowerment.

It has been observed that
after the adoption of new
economic policies, com-
mercialization of educa-
tion and privatization of
employment is being done
rapidly. This is making it
difficult for Dalits to get
higher education (general,
vocational and technical)
and they are lagging
behind in education and
employment. Similarly,
due to privatization of
government undertakings,
the opportunities for get-
ting employment through

reservation are  also
decreasing.  Therefore,
commercialization and

privatization of education
should be opposed. Along
with this, reservation
should also be demanded
in the private sector. All
India People’s Front is
running a livelihood and
social rights campaign
through Yuva Manch. In
the fourth national con-
vention of All India
People’s Front to be held
in Delhi on 7-8 December
2025, along with the pro-
tection of the
Constitution, inclusive
nationalism and people’s
democracy, the issue of
livelihood and social
rights will also be dis-
cussed in detail.
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Why Gandhi Had It Easy in Prison
While Other Freedom Fighters Suffered

During India’s freedom struggle, many lead-
ers were sent to prison by the British.
However, Mahatma Gandhi received much
better treatment than other freedom fighters
like Bal Gangadhar Tilak and Vinayak
Damodar Savarkar. While Gandhi had it
easy, other patriots suffered terrible condi-
tions that broke their health.

Gandhi’s Prison Life vs Others’ Suffering
The difference between Gandhi’s prison
experience and other freedom fighters was
shocking. Gandhi, at times, lived like a
guest, not a prisoner. The British government
gave prison authorities 100 rupees every
month for his upkeep — a large amount of
money that ensured his comfort. He could
read books, write, and even publish works
while in jail. Gandhi basically used his time
in prison as a writing retreat.

Other freedom fighters faced much harsher
treatment. Tilak was sent to Mandalay prison
in Burma, far from his home and supporters.
He lived in a basic wooden cell with no pro-
tection from cold weather. The British delib-
erately cut him off from all contact with
other people. After six years of this harsh
treatment, Tilak’s health was completely bro-
ken, he developed diabetes and came out of
prison as a weak man.

Savarkar suffered even worse conditions in
the Cellular Jail in the Andaman Islands. He
faced hard labour, complete isolation, and
torture designed to break his spirit. While
Gandhi was comfortable writing books,
Savarkar was being brutally treated in one of
the world’s worst prisons.

Gandhi’s Early Support for British Rule

The main reason for Gandhi’s good treat-
ment was his early support for the British
Empire. Unlike other freedom fighters who
always opposed British rule, Gandhi had
actively helped the British when it suited
him. During the Boer War in 1899, he organ-
ized 1,100 Indian volunteers to help British
forces. He publicly said he believed the
British Empire “existed for the benefit of the
world.”

This early cooperation made the British trust
Gandhi. They saw him as different from dan-
gerous revolutionaries like Tilak and
Savarkar. The British knew that Gandhi,
despite his later protests, was someone they
could work with. While other patriots were
seen as terrorists, Gandhi had proven he
could be reasonable with British authorities.

Gandhi’s Safe Methods That Never

Threatened British Rule
Gandhi’s comfortable prison treatment also
showed that the British knew his methods
were not really dangerous. His commitment
to non-violence meant he would never seri-
ously threaten British power in India. The
British correctly understood that Gandhi’s
approach would actually help them control
Indian resistance by keeping it peaceful and
manageable.

Tilak and Savarkar were genuine threats
because they supported direct action that
could actually force the British out of India.
Tilak openly supported armed resistance in
his newspaper and called for immediate
independence. Savarkar was involved in
planning attacks on British officials. These
men were real dangers that British gave
harsh treatment.

Gandhi’s fasts and peaceful protests,
while getting publicity, never seriously
challenged British control of India. The
British could treat him well because
they knew his methods would help them
by preventing more effective resistance.

Gandhi’s Pattern of Betraying the
Independence Movement
Historical evidence shows Gandhi

repeatedly betrayed genuine resistance
movements. He regularly wrote to
British officials like Lord Ampthill
about extremist leaders. This behaviour
earned him trust from British adminis-
trators who knew they could rely on him
to undermine dangerous opponents.

Most importantly, Gandhi consistently
called off his protest movements at cru-
cial moments when they started serious-
ly hurting British interests. Just when
his campaigns gained strength and posed
real threats to British rule, Gandhi

would find excuses to stop them, leaving
his disappointed and the
British relieved.

The worst example came in 1946 when
Indian Navy sailors revolted against
British rule. This rebellion could have
ended British control immediately — if
Gandhi had supported it, the naval revolt
combined with mass civilian support
could have forced the British to leave
without dividing India. Instead, Gandhi
condemned the brave sailors and played
into hands of British to stop the revolt.
His refusal to support this genuine threat

to British rule directly led to the delay in
independence and the partition that
killed millions of people.

Gandhi’s Compromise Even on National
Symbols

Even when designing India’s flag,
Gandhi showed his colonial mentality.

He insisted that the British Union Jack

should appear in the corner of the Indian
flag — otherwise he said he would refuse
to salute it. This is revealed by historian
Vikram Sampath.This shocking demand
showed his deep loyalty to British sym-
bols even while supposedly fighting for
independence.

How the British Used Gandhi Against
Other Freedom Fighters

The British deliberately gave Gandhi
good treatment as part of their strategy
to control Indian nationalism. By allow-
ing Gandhi to keep his dignity and com-
fort in prison while crushing other lead-
ers brutally, the British created the
impression that they were fair rulers
who only punished truly dangerous
criminals.

Gandhi’s comfortable imprisonments
helped make British rule look reason-
able. This was excellent propaganda.
The British correctly calculated that a
well-treated Gandhi was more useful to
them than making him a martyr.
Conclusion

Gandhi’s easy prison conditions com-
pared to the suffering of other freedom
fighters reveals the truth about his rela-
tionship with British colonialism. His
comfortable treatment was a reward for
his early cooperation with the Empire.
The evidence shows Gandhi’s pattern of
betrayal, his refusal to support the 1946
Naval Mutiny that could have ended
British rule immediately, and even want-
ing the Union Jack on India’s flag.
While genuine patriots like Tilak and
Savarkar suffered torture for their
uncompromising opposition to foreign
rule, Gandhi enjoyed comfort because
the British knew he would never allow
any movement to seriously threaten
them. The British cleverly used Gandhi
to weaken the independence movement,
ensuring that India’s freedom would
come on their terms rather than through
decisive action that could have avoided
partition and saved millions of lives.

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The Home Secretary’s Dilemma: Words vs Actions on Grooming Gangs

For years, Britain has strug-
gled with a shameful reality:
foreign criminals who commit
horrific crimes against chil-
dren are allowed to stay in the
country because their home
nations refuse to take them
back. The most notorious
cases involve grooming gang
members from Pakistan who
have exploited legal loopholes
and their country’s non-coop-
eration to avoid deportation.
Now we have a new Home
Secretary, Shabana Mahmood,
promising to get tough. She
talks about visa sanctions and
taking a hard line. But there’s
a problem with her promises —
they don’t match her past
actions.
The Contradiction at the Heart
of Power
In 2020, she signed a letter
demanding that foreign crimi-
nals — including murderers and
rapists — should not be deport-
ed. She actively campaigned
to stop the very deportations
she now claims to champion.
This isn’t a small contradic-
tion. This is a complete rever-
sal of position that raises seri-
ous questions: Has she gen-
uinely changed her mind, or is
this just political theater
designed to sound tough while
avoiding real action?
The Pakistan Test
Pakistan has openly refused to
take back grooming gang ring-
leaders like Qari Abdul Rauf
and Adil Khan from the
Rochdale scandal. These men
were part of a gang that sexu-

ally assaulted 47 girls.
They’ve renounced their
Pakistani citizenship and

destroyed their passports to
avoid deportation.

Pakistan’s message is clear:
“We won’t take them back,
and there’s nothing you can do
about it.”

Mahmood now promises visa
sanctions against countries
that “don’t play ball.” But
Pakistan isn’t just any country
for her — it’s the land of her
heritage, with cultural and
family ties that complicate any

tough action.

The Victims Still Wait

While politicians play word
games, the victims of these
crimes watch their attackers
remain in Britain, protected by
legal tricks and diplomatic
failures. Some of these men
walk free on British streets
while their victims live with
lifelong trauma.

The grooming gang scandal
isn’t ancient history. It’s an
ongoing disgrace that exposes
the weakness of Britain’s
immigration and justice sys-
tems. Every day these crimi-
nals remain in the country is
another day the system fails
the children they destroyed.
The Real Question

Will Shabana Mahmood actu-
ally impose visa sanctions on
Pakistan, or will she find
excuses to avoid confronting a
country with which she has
personal connections?

Her track record suggests
she’ll find reasons to delay,
compromise, or water down
any real action. Politicians are
experts at sounding tough
while doing nothing. They
know the public’s attention
will eventually move on to
other issues.

What Tough Action Really
Looks Like

Real toughness would mean:
(1). Immediate visa restric-
tions on Pakistan until they
accept deportations

(2). No more diplomatic
niceties or endless negotia-
tions

(3). Clear consequences for
non-cooperation

(4). Public accountability
when promises aren’t kept

But that requires courage and
political will. It means accept-
ing that some people won’t
like you. It means putting
British victims before diplo-
matic comfort.

The Pattern of Failure

This isn’t just about one Home
Secretary. It’s about a pattern
of political failure that spans

governments.  Politicians
make  tough speeches,
announce new policies, and
then quietly abandon them
when the media spotlight
moves elsewhere.

The grooming gang scandal
has been going on for over a
decade. Multiple Home
Secretaries have promised
action. Yet the same crimi-
nals remain in Britain
because the same countries
refuse to cooperate.

Time for Honesty

Perhaps it’s time for politi-
cians to be honest with the
British public. If they can’t
or won’t take the tough
action needed to deport for-
eign criminals, they should
say so. If diplomatic rela-
tionships are more important
than justice for victims, they
should admit it.

But continuing to make
promises they won’t keep is
an insult to every victim of
these crimes and to every
British citizen who expects
their government to protect
them.

The Bottom Line

Words are cheap. Political

soundbites cost nothing.
Real action requires
courage, consistency, and
the willingness to face
uncomfortable conse-
quences.

So far, Shabana Mahmood’s
tough talk looks exactly like
what it probably is — another
politician saying what peo-

ple want to hear while
avoiding the hard choices
that real leadership
demands.

The test isn’t what she says
in parliament or to journal-
ists. The test is whether
Pakistan faces real conse-
quences for protecting crim-
inals, and whether those
consequences happen quick-
ly and decisively.

Until then, it’s just more
empty promises to add to the
pile of broken commitments
that have failed the victims
of grooming gangs for far
too long.

The children who suffered
deserve better than political
theater. They deserve jus-
tice. And justice delayed is
justice denied.
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Why Anti-Indian Hatred is Growing

Something troubling is happening to Indians
living abroad, especially in the United States
and Australia. More and more people are
showing hatred and discrimination towards
Indians. This isn’t just a few bad incidents —
it’s becoming a bigger problem that affects
the safety and wellbeing of Indian families
living in these countries. To understand why
this is happening, I have looked at the real
reasons behind this growing hatred. I have
looked at US and Australia situation.

How Bad is the Problem?

In America, hate speech against South Asians
(which includes Indians) has doubled in just
one year — from 23,000 cases in January 2023
to over 46,000 by August 2024. Most anti-
Asian slurs now target Indians and other
South Asians. This means the problem is get-
ting worse very quickly.

In Australia, Indians have become the second-
largest immigrant group after the British. In
just five years, the Indian population grew
from 449,000 to 721,000 people. As Indians
became more visible, some Australians start-
ed organizing protests against immigration,
specifically targeting Indian immigrants.
Reason 1: Fear of Job Competition

The biggest reason for anti-Indian hatred is
simple: many local people are afraid that
Indians are taking their jobs. Indians have
been very successful in good jobs like tech-
nology, medicine, hospitality and engineer-
ing. Instead of being happy about this suc-
cess, some people see it as a threat.

In America, most H-1B visas (special work
permits for skilled workers) go to Indians.
When the economy gets tough or people lose
jobs, politicians often blame immigrants.
They say things like “Indians are stealing
American jobs” or “We should hire
Americans first.” This makes Indians an easy
target for people’s anger about economic
problems.

Recently, there was a big fight between tech
company leaders like Elon Musk (who sup-
ports H-1B visas because he needs skilled
workers) and Trump supporters (who want to
stop these visas). Indians got caught in the
middle of this political battle, with some peo-
ple calling them “invaders” and using other
hateful language.

Reason 2: Cultural Misunderstandings

Many people in Western countries don’t
understand Indian culture, and this creates
fear and dislike. Some people look at Indian
festivals, food habits, religious practices, and
family traditions and think they are “strange”
or “wrong.” Instead of trying to learn about
these differences, they use them as reasons to
hate Indians.

When there are many Indians in one area,
some local people start feeling like their own
culture is being threatened. They worry that

their neighbourhoods are changing too much,
too fast. This fear of cultural change makes
them angry at Indians, even though Indians
are just trying to maintain their traditions
while adapting to a new country.

The problem gets worse when Indian immi-
grants are very successful. Instead of seeing
this as good for everyone, some people feel
threatened. They think that if Indians are
doing well, it means they themselves are
doing badly.

Reason 3: Politicians and Social Media
Making it Worse

Some politicians and internet influencers are
deliberately making anti-Indian hatred worse
because it helps them get attention and sup-
port. People like Laura Loomer (a far-right
influencer) call Indians “third-world
invaders”. Other political figures support her,
which makes this kind of hate speech seem
acceptable.

Social media platforms like X (formerly
Twitter) make the problem worse by showing
more hateful content to more people. Their
computer programs are designed to show
content that gets strong reactions, and unfor-
tunately, hate speech often gets lots of atten-
tion. This means racist memes and anti-Indian
posts spread very quickly online.

Some politicians use legitimate concerns (like
“should we have more work visas?”’) and turn
them into ethnic hatred. Instead of having rea-
sonable debates about immigration policy,
they encourage people to blame and hate
Indians specifically.

Why Indians Become Easy Targets

When countries face problems like economic
troubles, rising prices, or social changes, peo-
ple often look for someone to blame. Indians
become easy targets because they are visible,
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successful, and different.

It’s easier to say “Indians are taking our jobs”
than to understand complicated issues like
globalization, technological change, or eco-
nomic inequality. Politicians know this, so
they encourage people to blame Indians
instead of addressing real problems.

Sadly, the more successful Indians become,
the more some people hate them. When
Indians win awards, start companies, or
become doctors and engineers, instead of cel-
ebrating these achievements, some people
feel jealous and resentful.

This Has Happened Before

What’s happening to Indians today is not new.
Throughout history, whenever a new group of
immigrants becomes successful in America
or other Western countries, some people react
with hatred and discrimination. This hap-
pened to Chinese immigrants in the 1800s,
Irish immigrants in the early 1900s, and
Jewish immigrants at various times.

Each time, people said the same things:
“They’re taking our jobs,” “They don’t fit in,”
“They’re changing our culture.” But history
shows that these immigrant groups eventual-
ly became accepted parts of society and con-
tributed greatly to their new countries. The
pattern is always similar — fear and hatred at
first, then gradual acceptance over time.
Understanding this pattern helps us see that
anti-Indian sentiment is not really about
Indians specifically. It’s about how some peo-
ple react to change and diversity in general.
What This Means for Indians and Everyone
Else

This growing hatred hurts Indian families
who just want to live peacefully and con-
tribute to their new countries. Many Indians
now worry about their safety and whether

they really belong in places they’ve called
home for years. Children may face bullying at
school, and adults may face discrimination at
work.

But this problem affects everyone, not just
Indians. When hatred becomes normal in pol-
itics and society, it makes life worse for
everyone. It discourages talented people from
moving to these countries, which hurts the
economy. It also makes society less peaceful
and more divided.
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
