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(Asian independent) Artificial
Intelligence (AI) is poised to
have a profound, dual-edged
impact on India’s Scheduled
Castes (SCs) and Scheduled
Tribes (STs), who together com-
prise about 25% of the popula-
tion and have historically faced
socioeconomic marginalization
due to caste hierarchies, limited
access to resources, and sys-
temic biases. On one
hand, AI offers opportu-
nities for empowerment
through enhanced edu-
cation, land rights man-
agement, and economic inclu-
sion. On the other, it risks exac-
erbating inequalities by perpetu-
ating caste biases embedded in
data, widening the digital divide,
and enabling discriminatory
practices in sectors like justice,
healthcare, and employment.
These impacts are influenced by
India’s rapid AI adoption—pro-
jected to contribute $450-500
billion to GDP by 2025—amidst
uneven digital infrastructure and
historical data skewed toward
dominant castes. While some
stakeholders, including govern-
ment initiatives like Digital
India, view AI as a tool for
inclusive growth, civil society
and academic sources highlight
risks of reinforcing colonial-era
oppressions, such as those from
the Criminal Tribes Act.
Balanced perspectives suggest
that without targeted interven-
tions, AI could widen dispari-
ties, but with ethical frame-

works, it might help dismantle
caste barriers.
Positive Impacts
AI has the potential to uplift
SC/ST communities by address-
ing longstanding barriers in edu-
cation, land rights, and econom-
ic opportunities. For instance, in
education, AI-driven tools can
provide multilingual instruction
and personalized learning, cru-

cial for SC/ST students who
often face language barri-
ers and higher dropout
rates. Platforms under ini-

tiatives like PM eVidya use
AI for early warning systems to
reduce dropouts among at-risk
SC/ST youth, potentially
improving access in remote trib-
al areas. In land rights, AI
enables efficient mapping and
claim verification under the
Forest Rights Act, helping ST
communities resolve disputes
and monitor encroachments via
satellite imagery and machine
learning. This could empower
tribes in states like Odisha and
Maharashtra by digitizing
records and promoting trans-
parency.
Economically, AI supports
micro-enterprises in tribal
regions, fostering entrepreneur-
ship and sustainable develop-
ment in states like Odisha and
Andhra Pradesh. Optimistic
views suggest AI could annihi-
late caste by predicting violence,
developing preventive meas-
ures, and creating equal-oppor-
tunity platforms, potentially

reducing systemic biases and
bringing “second independence”
for lower castes. Grassroots AI
tools like Kisan AI, developed
by Adivasi (ST) communities,
create counter-narratives in local
languages to challenge state
biases and overturn illegal land
grabs.

Conversely, AI often reinforces
caste hierarchies due to biased
training data drawn from colo-
nial and dominant-caste sources,
leading to discriminatory out-
comes. In policing and justice,
systems like Trinetra and
SUPACE target SC/ST areas as
“high-risk” 73% more often,
using biased data to criminalize

communities and dismiss cases
like sexual assaults against Dalit
women. The digital divide exac-
erbates this: SC/ST groups have
lower internet access (e.g., 71%
for ST households vs. 92% for
upper castes), limiting AI bene-
fits and widening skills gaps due
to education and income dispar-
ities.
In healthcare and employment,
AI tools misdiagnose diseases in
SC/ST due to skewed data,
while large language models
(LLMs) discriminate based on
caste-associated names or
accents, excluding them from
jobs, loans, and services.
Humanitarian mapping shows
biases affecting ST in disaster
response. Linguistic exclusion
(AI favoring English) and data
privacy risks further marginalize
tribes, eroding cultural practices.

If implemented, AI could shift
from perpetuating hierarchies to
fostering equity; otherwise, it
may deepen divides, as seen in

Overview of AI’s Impact on Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes in India
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Keir Starmer’s much-vaunted “one in,
one out” migration deal with France has
been exposed as nothing more than polit-
ical theatre. The stark facts: 3,567 people
have arrived by dinghy since the deal
was announced, while exactly zero have
been returned to France. This is not a pol-
icy shortfall—it is a complete and utter
failure that makes a mockery of public
trust. It is policy to build on lies!
When Home Secretary Yvette Cooper
announced this scheme, she promised
British voters that for every asylum seek-
er returned to France, Britain would
accept one legitimate refugee in return.
The implicit promise was control and
managed migration. Instead, what
Britain has received is the worst of all
worlds: continued mass arrivals with no
departures, making the country a laugh-
ingstock on the international stage.
The July 2025 agreement was supposed
to signal a new era of cooperation with
France. Yet months later, Cooper was
still telling Parliament that returns would
begin “later this month”—a clear admis-
sion that the policy exists only on paper.
The Housing Scandal: Rewarding Illegal
Entry While Punishing Citizens
The Suffolk housing debacle perfectly
shows everything wrong with Britain’s
asylum system. Brand new £300,000
townhouses, complete with en-suite
bathrooms, underfloor heating, and elec-
tric vehicle charging points, handed over
to asylum seekers who have made zero
contribution to British society.
Meanwhile, over 14,000 British citizens
languish on council housing waiting lists
in Suffolk alone.
This is not just poor policy—it is a moral
outrage. Young British workers, paying
taxes and following the rules, cannot
access decent housing. They live in
cramped house shares, pay extortionate
rents, or remain trapped in their parents’
homes well into their thirties. Yet people
who have have arrived illegally are
immediately provided with accommoda-
tion that most taxpaying citizens can only
dream of owning.
The properties in question aren’t basic
shelter—they are luxury homes
described by developers as offering a
“serene living experience” in a “tranquil
and sought-after village.” They feature
eco-friendly amenities and thoughtful
design touches that reflect a standard of
living many working British families
cannot afford. That these are provided
rent-free, with all utilities and mainte-

nance covered by the taxpayer, adds
insult to injury.
The Contribution Myth Exposed
Left wing do gooders, supporting the
current system often claim asylum seek-
ers will eventually contribute to British
society. This argument crumbles under
scrutiny. The majority of asylum claims
are rejected, yet failed applicants fre-
quently remain in the country for years
through appeals and legal challenges.
Even successful asylum seekers often
lack the skills, qualifications, or lan-
guage ability to make meaningful eco-
nomic contributions quickly.
Meanwhile, British citizens who have
paid taxes their entire working lives are
told there is no money for social housing,
no resources for young people trying to
start independent lives, and no capacity
to meet their housing needs. The mes-
sage is clear: being British and contribut-
ing to society counts for nothing, while
illegal entry guarantees immediate, high-
quality accommodation.
The Democratic Deficit
Residents were “kept in the dark” about
asylum seekers being housed in their vil-
lage. Local councils, elected to represent
their constituents, were bypassed while
“Serco and the Home Office” made
arrangements behind closed doors.
This democratic deficit extends nation-
wide. Communities across Britain wake
up to find asylum hotels opened in their
neighbourhoods without consultation,
their concerns dismissed as prejudice,
their questions met with bureaucratic
silence. When citizens are excluded from
decisions about their own communities,
resentment inevitably follows.
The political class seems genuinely baf-

fled by public anger, yet they have creat-
ed a system where ordinary people have
no voice in policies that directly affect
their daily lives. Democracy becomes
meaningless when elected officials con-
sistently prioritize the interests of non-
citizens over the concerns of their own
voters.
The Real Cost of Failure
The financial cost of current policy is
staggering. Housing asylum seekers in
hotels costs taxpayers over £8 million per
day. The Suffolk properties, with their
£1,200 monthly rental value, represent
just a fraction of accommodation costs

that continue to spiral upward. Add legal
fees, processing costs, healthcare, educa-
tion, and support services, and the bill
runs into billions annually.
But the social cost may prove even high-
er. Every luxury property provided to
asylum seekers while British citizens
struggle deepens social divisions. Every

broken promise from politicians erodes
the social contract that holds society
together.
System Collapse
The “one in, one out” policy was never
intended to work. It was another sound-
bite. It was designed to buy political
breathing space while maintaining the
status quo.
Britain now has the worst of all possible
arrangements: continued mass migration,
spiraling costs, community resentment,
and international humiliation. The
French, having secured financial pay-
ments and concessions, have no incen-
tive to cooperate on returns. Why would
they accept back migrants who are
already safely in Britain and costing
French taxpayers nothing?
Conclusion
The government’s failure to implement
meaningful immigration control, com-
bined with the scandalous provision of
luxury housing to asylum seekers while
citizens struggle, represents more than
policy failure. It is a betrayal of the dem-
ocratic compact that binds society
together.
Until politicians acknowledge this reality
and implement genuine reform—real
border control, actual deportations, and
priority for British citizens in resource
allocation—public anger will continue to
grow. The “one in, one out” farce has
shown that current leadership is either
unwilling or unable to govern in the
national interest. The question now is
how long British voters will tolerate this
abdication of responsibility.

For Dalit girls, who
often live in socially
excluded communities
with poor access to
schools and resources,
Educate Girls takes spe-
cial care to reach out
door-to-door. It address-
es deep-rooted social
stigma and persuades
families to send their
daughters to school. The
program also provides
remedial education to
help those who have
missed out on founda-
tional skills like reading
and arithmetic.
The impact on Dalit girls
has been very good.
Many who once stayed at

home because of poverty
or discrimination are
now enrolled in schools,
actively learning, and
dreaming of brighter
futures. Educate Girls
also empowers these
girls with life skills and
builds their confidence
to challenge norms that

limit their potential. By
involving community
leaders and parents, the
program gradually
changes attitudes, creat-
ing an environment
where Dalit girls can
thrive. Furthermore, the
program offers second-
chance education for

adolescent girls and
young women who
could not attend
school earlier, giv-
ing them a chance to
complete their stud-
ies or gain new
skills. This approach
has contributed to
breaking the cycle of
illiteracy and pover-
ty that has historical-
ly affected Dalit
communities. In con-
clusion, the Educate

Girls program does more
than just provide educa-
tion—it transforms lives.
It uplifts Dalit girls by
giving them access to
learning and the tools to
realize their potential.

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China’s Rise: How the West Created Its Own Rival

On September 3, 2025, China
held its biggest military
parade in years. Thousands of
soldiers marched through
Beijing while President Xi
Jinping watched alongside
leaders from Russia, North
Korea, and 20 other countries.
The parade showed off
China’s newest weapons—
missiles that can hit targets
anywhere in the world and
advanced military technology.
This wasn’t just a celebration.
It was China sending a mes-
sage: we are now a superpow-
er.
The West’s Big Mistake
For 30 years, Western leaders
believed one simple idea: if
we do business with China,
they will become more like us.
They thought that making
money and trading goods
would make China more dem-
ocratic and peaceful. This
belief shaped everything—
trade deals, technology shar-
ing, and investment policies.
The plan backfired complete-
ly. China used Western help to
become powerful, but they
never became democratic.
Instead, they built their own
system and now challenge the
West directly.
The Price of Economic
Integration
Western nations, particularly
the United States and
European Union, facilitated
China’s rise through several
critical decisions:
1. Technology Transfer
In exchange for market access,
Western companies shared
advanced technologies that
accelerated China’s industrial
development. What was
intended as mutual benefit
became one-sided advantage
as China absorbed, improved
upon, and eventually compet-
ed with Western innovations.
2. Manufacturing Dependency
The pursuit of lower costs led
to the wholesale migration of
manufacturing to China, creat-
ing supply chain dependencies
that now represent strategic
vulnerabilities. From pharma-

ceuticals to electronics, the
West finds itself reliant on a
potential adversary for critical
goods.
3. Financial Integration
Western investment banks and
pension funds poured capital
into China’s development,
essentially financing the rise
of their own strategic competi-
tor. Meanwhile, Chinese
investments in Western infra-
structure, technology compa-
nies, and institutions grew
with little reciprocal access.
4. Educational Exchange
Western universities wel-
comed hundreds of thousands
of Chinese students, many in
sensitive fields like engineer-
ing and computer science,
while Chinese institutions
remained largely closed to
meaningful Western academic
presence.

The New Reality
Today’s China is not the
reform-minded partner the
West anticipated. Instead, it
has emerged as a confident
authoritarian power with its
own vision for global order.
The military parade featuring
advanced weaponry alongside
diplomatic gatherings with
like-minded authoritarian
leaders demonstrates China’s
alternative approach to inter-
national relations—one that

explicitly challenges Western
liberal democratic norms.
China’s Belt and Road
Initiative now spans conti-
nents, creating economic
dependencies that translate
into political influence. Its
technological capabilities in
areas like artificial intelli-
gence, quantum computing,
and military systems increas-
ingly match or exceed Western
equivalents. Most concerning,
China has shown little interest
in adopting Western values or
integrating peacefully into
existing international institu-
tions, instead seeking to
reshape them according to its
own preferences.
The Challenge Ahead
The West now faces a com-

petitor it helped create.
China’s economic rise was not
inevitable—it was facilitated
by Western policies that prior-
itized short-term economic
gains over long-term strategic
considerations. The result is a
more complex and potentially
dangerous international envi-
ronment.
This is not to argue that
engagement was entirely
wrong, but rather that it was
pursued without adequate
safeguards or realistic expec-
tations about China’s ultimate
intentions. The West assumed
that economic development
would naturally lead to politi-
cal liberalization, failing to
recognize that authoritarian
systems could also modernize
while maintaining centralized
control.
Lessons for the Future
As China continues to assert
itself on the global stage,
Western nations must grapple
with the consequences of their
past decisions. The challenge
is no longer how to integrate
China into the existing order,
but how to compete with a
peer competitor that seeks to
establish its own sphere of
influence.
This requires acknowledging
that the era of unconstrained
economic engagement has
ended. Future relationships

with rising powers must bal-
ance economic opportunities
against strategic risks, ensur-
ing that mutual benefit does
not become one-sided advan-
tage.
The military parade in Beijing
serves as a stark reminder that
good intentions and economic
incentives alone cannot guar-
antee peaceful outcomes in
international relations.
Sometimes, helping others rise
can mean creating your own
greatest challenge.
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Why Government Keeps Failing to Stop Floods

Every year, floods destroy homes in Punjab,
Assam, Kerala, and other states. People die,
crops are ruined, and lose thousands of crores.
We know how to prevent floods, but our gov-
ernments keep failing. Why?

Reason 1: Politicians Want to Look Like
Heroes

When floods happen, politicians rush to help.
They give relief packets, promise money, and
get their photos in newspapers. This makes
them look good for elections.

But if there are no floods because of good
planning, nobody notices. No photos, no
praise, no votes.

The truth:
Some corrupt officials actually want floods to
happen! When floods come, they can ask for
relief money from Delhi. They can then steal
some of this money or give contracts to their
friends at high prices.

So for them, preventing floods means losing
money and political benefits.

Reason 2: Prevention Costs Money Now,
Benefits Come Later

Building flood prevention systems costs
crores upfront. But politicians only stay in
power for 5 years. Why spend money on
something that will only show results after
10-15 years?

Instead, they prefer to build things people can
see immediately – roads, hospitals, schools.
These get votes.
Example:
Building a proper drainage system in a city
costs ₹1000 crores ( a approximate guess) and
takes 10 years. By the time it works well, dif-
ferent politicians are in power. So current
politicians don’t get credit for spending the
money.

Reason 3: Too Many Departments, No
Teamwork

To stop floods, many departments must work
together:
(1) Weather department (for warnings)
(2) Water department (for dams)
(3) City planning (for drainage)
(4) Forest department (for trees)

But these departments don’t talk to each
other! Each one works alone, has different
bosses, and wants credit for themselves.
Complete lack of coordination.
Real problem: Rivers flow across states, but

each state government only cares about its
own people. If Haryana releases dam water
and Punjab floods, that’s “not Haryana’s
problem.”

Reason 4: Officials Don’t Know Modern
Methods

Many government officers are old-fashioned.
They only know how to build bigger dams
and higher walls. They don’t understand:
(1) Early warning systems using satellites
(2) Natural flood control using wetlands
(3) Smart city drainage
(4) Community preparation

Govt officers need to get proper training on
new flood control methods.

Reason 5: Build in Wrong Places

The biggest problem: keep building houses,
shops, and factories in places that naturally
flood!

Why this happens:
(1)Builders pay bribes to get permission
(2) Politicians want to show “development”
(3). Poor people have no choice but to live in
cheap, flood-prone areas
(4) Nobody enforces the rules

Once people build homes in flood areas, pro-
tecting them becomes very expensive.

Reason 6: Climate Change Made Old
Methods Useless

Weather patterns have changed. Old rainfall
data is no longer useful. But government
“planning still uses 50-year-old information”.

Politicians also don’t understand that climate
change means we need completely new

approaches, not just bigger versions of old
solutions.

Reason 7: Corruption at Every Step

(1) Before floods: Officials take money to
allow illegal construction in flood areas. They
use cheap materials in flood protection work.
(2) During floods: Relief supplies are sold in
black market. Help goes to areas with politi-
cal connections first.
(3) After floods: Fake victims get compensa-
tion. Reconstruction contracts go to friends at
inflated prices. Poor quality work ensures the
same place floods again.

Punjab Example: Same Story Everywhere

Punjab gets flooded regularly. Experts write
reports. Government promises action. Some
money is spent. But the real problems – poor
drainage, illegal construction, lack of coordi-
nation – never get fixed.

Why? Because fixing them requires:
(1) Multiple departments working together
(doesn’t happen)
(2) Honest spending over many years (cor-
ruption prevents this)
(3) Stopping powerful builders (politically
difficult)
(4) Long-term planning beyond elections
(politicians won’t do this)

What Is Required

(1) Stop the politics: Make it profitable for
politicians to prevent floods, not just manage
them after they happen.
(2) Fix the money: Create separate, protected
budgets for flood prevention that can’t be
used for other things.
(3) Force teamwork: Make department heads
personally responsible for coordinating with

others.
(4) Punish corruption: Jail corrupt officials
who steal relief money or allow illegal con-
struction.
(5) Strict building rules: Absolutely no con-
struction in flood-prone areas. No exceptions.
(6) Educate officials: Train all government
staff on modern flood prevention methods.

The Simple Truth

We keep getting flooded not because we don’t
know how to stop floods, but because our
political and government system makes
money from floods happening.

Until we change this system – until prevent-
ing floods becomes more profitable than
allowing them – we will keep seeing the same
tragic story every monsoon.

Our governments have the technology to save
lives and property. They just need the honesty
and political will to use it.
