Ambedkar vs. Marx: Understanding the Indian Reality

THE ASIAN INDEPENDENT UK
Dr. B.R. Ambedkar was one of
India’s greatest thinkers,
lawyers, and social reformers.
Because he spent his life fight-
ing for the rights of the poorest
and most oppressed people in
India, he studied Karl Marx’s
ideas very carefully. Marx,
after all, was the world’s most
famous thinker when it came to
helping poor workers fight
against rich bosses.

Ambedkar respected Marx, but
he did not agree with him on
everything. To understand
Ambedkar’s view, we have to
look at what Marx wrote about
India in his 1853 article, and
how  Ambedkar viewed
Marxism as a whole.

The Clash Over the 1853
Article: Class vs. Caste

In 1853, Karl Marx wrote that
India had “no history at all”
and that its villages were com-
pletely  unchanging.  He
believed that the only thing
that drove human history for-
ward was class struggle, the
fight between the rich who
own factories or land, and the
poor who do the Ilabour.
Because Marx thought Indian
villages shared everything and
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didn’t change on their own, he
thought India was stuck in the
past until the British arrived
with railroads and capitalism to
shake things up.

Ambedkar looked at Indian vil-
lages and saw a completely dif-
ferent reality. Where Marx saw
a peaceful, unchanging com-
munity, Ambedkar saw a sys-
tem of deep cruelty. Ambedkar
knew that the Indian village
was not a place of equal shar-
ing; it was the birthplace of the
caste system.

Ambedkar’s biggest critique of
Marx’s worldview was that
Marx only looked at econom-
ics (money and property) and
completely missed social status
(caste). In India, a person’s life
wasn’t just shaped by how
much money they had, but by
the caste they were born into.
Ambedkar famously wrote that
the caste system wasn’t just a
division of work; it was a
“division of laborers.” It split
poor workers against each
other. An upper-caste worker
would still look down on a
lower-caste worker. Ambedkar
argued that you could not have
a successful workers’ revolu-
tion in India  without

Special

destroying the caste system
first.

Where Ambedkar Agreed with
Marx

Despite this major disagree-
ment, Ambedkar found a lot to
admire in Marx’s general
writings:

1. Ending Exploitation
Ambedkar completely agreed
with Marx that the rich exploit-
ing the poor is the biggest
problem in society.

2. State Control

He agreed that the government,
not greedy private companies,
should control key industries
like railroads, insurance, and
large agricultural lands so that
wealth could be shared more
fairly.

Where Ambedkar Chose a
Different Path

While they shared the same
goal, a fair society where no
one is exploited:

Ambedkar strongly disliked
the methods proposed by later
Marxists.

Marxism often argued that the
poor should use violent revolu-
tion to overthrow the rich and
establish a “dictatorship of the
workers.”

Ambedkar was a democrat and
a lawyer who drafted the
Indian Constitution. He fierce-
ly rejected violence and dicta-
torship. He believed that if you
change a society using force
and bloodshed, that society
will never be truly free. Real
change, he argued, must come
through law, voting, and
peaceful democracy.
Furthermore, Marx famously

called religion “the opium of
the people,” believing it just
kept poor people asleep and
obedient. Ambedkar disagreed.
While he hated the inequalities
found in Hinduism, he believed
human beings naturally need
spiritual and moral values to
live together peacefully.
Without a moral compass, peo-
ple would forget about “frater-
nity” (brotherhood and treating
others as equals).

Conclusion

In the end, Ambedkar felt that
Marx’s ideas were too narrow
for India. Marx looked at the
world through a European lens,
seeing only money and classes.
Ambedkar showed that in
India, caste was an even bigger
wall than class.

To achieve a fair world,
Ambedkar ultimately turned
away from Marx’s ideas of vio-
lent revolution and turned
toward the peaceful teachings
of the Buddha. He believed
that changing people’s hearts
and minds through moral
teaching was a much stronger
and safer way to build an equal
society than using force.

It will
take several years of
hard work and heavy
investment before this
gas actually reaches
Indian homes and facto-
ries. As the nation
moves forward, the true
measure of this pro-
ject’s success will not
just be measured in the
billions of cubic meters

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The Kirpan, the Law, and the Death of Henry Nowak

A kirpan is a small, curved cere-
monial dagger. It is one of the
Five Ks — five articles of faith
that initiated Sikhs are required
to wear at all times. The word
“initiated” is important here.
Not every Sikh carries a kirpan.
Only those who have gone
through a baptism ceremony
called Amrit are obliged to wear
one.

The kirpan is not a weapon in
the everyday sense of the word.
It is a symbol. It represents the
duty to stand up for justice and
to protect the weak. It is usually
small, kept in a sheath, and
worn under clothing, often on a
cord around the neck.

A Century of Legal Struggle

The story of the kirpan and
British law goes back much fur-
ther than most people realise. It
does not begin in modern
Britain. It begins in colonial
India.

In 1878, the British colonial

government introduced the
Indian Arms Act. This law
restricted who could carry

weapons across India. But the
British knew they could not sim-
ply ban the kirpan. Sikhs had a
proud and fierce history of
resistance, and the kir-
pan was central to
their religious identi-
ty. So the law includ-
ed an exemption —
Sikhs were allowed
to carry it.

This did not mean the
matter was  settled
peacefully. In the years that
followed, there were periods
when British authorities tried to
restrict the kirpan anyway. One
of the most significant moments
came in the early 1920s, known
as the Kirpan Morcha, a cam-
paign of protest and civil dis-
obedience by Sikhs who refused
to surrender their right to carry
it. Sikh activists were arrested.
There was considerable public
protest. It ended in January 1922
with a compromise: Sikh prison-
ers were released, and the kirpan
exemption was formally rein-
stated.

The Law in Modern Britain
When large numbers of Sikhs
settled in Britain after the
Second World War, the question
of the kirpan naturally came
with them.

A key moment came in 1983
with a House of Lords case
called Mandla v Dowell Lee.
This case decided that Sikhs
counted as an ethnic group
under British law, and that their
religious and cultural practices,
including wearing the kirpan ,
were entitled to legal protection.
It did not solve everything, but

it was a crucial foundation.

The law that currently governs
the kirpan in England and Wales
is the Criminal Justice Act 1988.
Section 139 of that Act makes it
a criminal offence to carry a
bladed article in a public place.
However, the same law provides
a defence if the blade is carried
for religious reasons. This is the
legal basis for the kirpan
exemption.

The law gives a defence for any-
one carrying a blade for genuine
religious or ceremonial reasons.
Sikhs are the most obvious
example, but the defence is not
written in their name. It is a gen-
eral principle of religious free-
dom expressed in law.

In 2019, the Offensive Weapons
Act updated and strengthened
this protection, extending it to
larger ceremonial blades. The
All Party Parliamentary Group
for British Sikhs had lobbied
hard for this, meeting with the
Home Secretary to ensure Sikh
religious practice would not be
accidentally criminalised by
new knife legislation.

The Death of Henry Nowak

On the night of 3 December
2025, an 18-year-old student
called Henry Nowak was walk-
ing back to his university halls
in Southampton after a night
out. He was a first-year
accountancy student at the
University of
Southampton, original-
ly from Chafford
Hundred in Essex. He
was alone, unarmed,
and had not had enough
to drink to be over the
legal driving limit. By
every measure, he was an ordi-
nary young man walking home.
He passed a 23-year-old man
called Vickrum Digwa on
Belmont Road. A verbal alterca-
tion broke out. Within minutes,
Digwa had stabbed Henry
Nowak five times. Henry sat
down on the pavement. When
police arrived, Digwa told them
that Nowak had attacked him
racially and physically. The
police handcuffed Nowak — the
dying teenager — rather than
Digwa. Henry Nowak died
shortly after.

Digwa was convicted of murder
on 28 May 2026. His mother,
Kiran Kaur, was also convicted
of assisting an offender. The
judge rejected Digwa’s claims
that Nowak had abused or
attacked him, describing those
claims as false. Digwa was sen-
tenced to life imprisonment with
a minimum of 21 years.

The Knife That Killed Henry
Nowak Was Not a Kirpan

This is the crucial point that
much of the media and political
debate has either missed or

Henry Nowak

obscured.

Vickrum Digwa was, on the
night of the murder, carrying
two blades. One was a small
ceremonial kirpan, worn under
his clothing around his neck.
The other was a much larger,
21-centimetre blade that was
carried openly. It was this sec-
ond blade that was used to kill
Henry Nowak.

That second knife has been
identified as a pesh-kabz — also
known in Punjabi tradition as a
“choora”. This is a very differ-
ent object from a kirpan.

The pesh-kabz is an Indo-
Persian dagger with a long his-
tory. It was originally designed
in Persia, possibly as far back as
the 17th century, specifically to
punch  through chain-mail
armour worn by soldiers in bat-
tle. Its blade is straight, heavy,
and reinforced along the back,
tapering to an extremely fine,
narrow point.

This design has a distinctive
and, in this case, tragically rele-
vant consequence: it pierces
deeply but causes very little
external bleeding. The blade
enters the body through a small
wound, the blood pools internal-
ly rather than visibly, and from
the outside, the injury can look
minor — even to trained first
responders. This is likely one
reason why police, when they
arrived, did not immediately
recognise that Nowak had been
fatally stabbed.

The pesh-kabz is not one of the
Five Ks. It is not part of the
standard articles of faith that
initiated Sikhs are required to
wear. It belongs to a separate
tradition, the martial arts tradi-
tion of the Nihang Sikhs, known
as Shastar Vidya, which
involves reverence for a wide
range of historical weapons.

Digwa was associated with this
tradition. But carrying a 21-cen-
timetre weapon in public at
night is very far from religious
devotion.

The kirpan exemption exists for
small, sheathed devotional
blades carried quietly under
clothing as an act of faith.

Why the Distinction Matters

In the aftermath of the murder
and conviction, politicians from
Reform UK and, to a lesser
extent, the Conservative Party
called for the kirpan exemption
to be abolished. Their argument
was straightforward: if a Sikh
can carry a blade and a non-Sikh
cannot, that is one rule for some
and a different rule for others.
The argument has public trac-
tion. In a country already anx-
ious about knife crime, it is an
understandable reaction.

But the argument does not hold
up under scrutiny, for two rea-
sons.

First, the weapon used to kill
Henry Nowak was not the kind
of blade protected by the kirpan
exemption. The exemption cov-
ers small, religious blades worn
as acts of faith. It does not and
did not cover the large combat
knife that Digwa chose to carry.
Digwa did not exploit a legal
loophole. He broke the law.

Second, the kirpan exemption
has existed in British law for
nearly forty years. In that time,
hundreds of thousands of law-
abiding Sikhs have carried their
kirpans  without incident.
Removing the  exemption
because of one man’s crime
would punish an entire commu-
nity for something they did not
do and do not support.

Conclusion

The history of the kirpan in
British law is a long one. It
stretches back through colonial
India, through campaigns and
protests in the 1920s, through
landmark court cases in the
1980s, and through parliamen-
tary debates in the modern era.
At every stage, the right to carry
the kirpan was not given — it
was earned through persistent,
peaceful effort by the Sikh com-
munity.

The death of Henry Nowak is a
genuine tragedy. He was eight-
een years old. He was walking
home. He had done nothing
wrong. His killer has been con-
victed and rightly sentenced to a
long prison term.

But the weapon that killed
Henry Nowak was a pesh-kabz,
a large, armour-piercing Persian
dagger carried for reasons that
had nothing to do with sincere
religious devotion. It was not a
kirpan. The law that protects
kirpan-carrying Sikhs did not
cause his death, and abolishing
that law would not have saved
him.

To respond to this tragedy by
stripping hundreds of thousands
of peaceful, law-abiding Sikhs
of a right their community spent
a century defending would not
be justice. It would simply be a
different kind of wrong.

The number of Indian-

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The Cockroach Uprising: What India’s Gen Z Movement
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Means for Modi and the Failure of Rahul Gandhi

When Chief Justice Surya
Kant of India’s Supreme
Court compared unem-
ployed young people to
cockroaches, he likely
expected outrage. What
he got instead was a phe-
nomenon, millions of
young Indians gleefully
adopting the slur, turning
it into a flag, and march-

ing under it.

The Cockroach Janta
Party (CJP) was born not
from a political manifesto
but from the raw energy
of a generation that has
simply had enough.

In the space of less than a
month, the CJP amassed
over 22 million Instagram
followers, more than the
ruling BJP and the Indian
National Congress com-
bined. It was created on
May 16th by Abhijeet
Dipke, a political commu-
nications strategist, and
immediately struck a
nerve that decades of for-
mal opposition politics
had failed to touch.

The name itself is a delib-
erate satirical twist: swap

“Bharatiya” for
“Cockroach” and Modi’s
own party acronym

becomes the butt of the

joke. For a generation
raised on memes, the
symbolism was instant

and electric.

But to dismiss this as
mere internet theatre
would be a serious mis-
take. Beneath the cock-
roach mascots and viral
jokes lies a catalogue of
very real grievances.
India’s under-30 popula-
tion, more than half of the
country’s 1.4 billion peo-
ple. Faces staggering
unemployment, corrup-
tion, rising fuel prices,
exam paper leaks that

have sabotaged the
futures of millions of stu-
dents, and an inflation

crisis made sharper.

The CJP gave a voice that
felt authentic and
unafraid, something the

opposition has struggled
to achieve. Its is calling
for cancelling the broad-
casting licenses of media
outlets owned by billion-
aires close to the govern-
ment. Its founder
announced plans to return
to India to demand the
resignation of the educa-
tion minister.

The government’s
response only accelerated
the movement’s momen-
tum. When the CJP’s X
account was blocked in
India under a “legal
demand,” the party sim-
ply re-emerged minutes
later under a new handle.
Posting an image of a
cockroach at a podium,
fist raised, with the cap-
tion: “You thought you
could get rid of us? Lol.”
It was the perfect
metaphor for the move-
ment itself.

The attempted suppres-
sion handed the CJP
exactly the narrative it
needed: that the establish-
ment is afraid.

For Narendra Modi, this
is a genuinely uncomfort-
able moment, perhaps
more unsettling than any
formal electoral challenge
in recent years. Modi has
built his political brand
over 12 years on strength,
national hindutva pride,
decisive leadership, and
the projection of India as
a rising power on the
world stage.

That image depends heav-
ily on the consent and
enthusiasm of young
India. Gen Z was never
supposed to be the oppo-
sition. They were sup-
posed to be the future he
was building for. A youth
movement that mocks the
government with memes,
that grows faster than the
ruling party’s own social
media presence, and that
threatens to take its ener-
gy from Instagram to the
streets of Delhi — this is
an attack on the very nar-
rative of Modi’s legacy.
There is also a regional
context that no serious
observer can ignore. In
the past two years, youth-
led movements have top-

pled governments in
Bangladesh and Nepal. In
each case, the uprisings
began online, fed on
humour and defiance, and
were repeatedly underes-
timated by those in
power. India’s establish-
ment is acutely aware of
these precedents, which
may explain why the
response to the CJP has
oscillated awkwardly
between crackdown and
silence, neither fully sup-
pressing nor engaging
with what the movement
is saying.

Whether the Cockroach
Janta Party translates its

online mass into sus-
tained street  power
remains to be seen.

Founder Dipke himself
has been careful to dis-
tance the movement from
calls for violent protest,
insisting it will operate
peacefully within the
bounds of the Indian
Constitution. The real test
is not whether millions
will click “follow”
they already have, but
whether they will show
up, stay organised, and
maintain pressure when
the news cycle moves on.
In a democracy as vast
and complex as India, the
moment young people
stop being cynical and
disengaged and start
being creative in their
dissent, building satirical
parties, writing mani-
festos, designing cock-
roach logos, and flooding
the streets. The political
mathematics changes in
ways that are difficult to
predict and very hard to
reverse. Modi has weath-
ered many challenges in
12 years. But he has
rarely faced one that
laughs this loudly.

The Other Casualty:
Rahul Gandhi and the
Failure of Opposition
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The CJP did not just
embarrass Modi. It held
up a mirror to everyone in
Indian politics and no
reflection is less flatter-
ing than Rahul Gandhi’s.
The Cockroach Party’s
success is in many ways a
direct and damning meas-
ure of his failure. The
issues the CJP is raising,
unemployment, exam cor-
ruption, media capture,
crony capitalism , are
almost identical to the
issues Rahul Gandhi has
been talking about for
years. The raw material
was always there. The
youth frustration was
always there. He simply
never found the language,
the energy, or the format
that made young Indians
feel it belonged to them.
A 26-year-old with a lap-
top and an Instagram
account did in two weeks
what the Indian National
Congress could not do in
a decade.

Rahul Gandhi has become
something of a political
paradox , a man who
occasionally lands a gen-
uinely sharp line, who
can draw a crowd on a
march, and who clearly
understands that some-
thing is wrong with India,
but consistently fails to
demonstrate  that he
knows what to do about
it. His soundbites are
often good. “Suit-boot ki
sarkar” dismissing
Modi as a government for
the wealthy elite — was
memorable. His parlia-
mentary speeches attack-
ing the Adani-government
relationship showed
flashes of real political
courage. But a soundbite
is a moment. Opposition
leadership is a sustained,
grinding, strategic enter-
prise. And that is precise-
ly where he repeatedly
falls short.

The core problem is that
he is not consistent. He
will land a powerful blow
in parliament, then disap-
pear. He will generate
momentum with a yatra,
then fail to convert it into
electoral organisation. He
treats politics like a series
of individual performanc-
es rather than a continu-
ous “war of attrition that
requires presence, coali-
tion-building, and relent-

less pressure:. Modi,
whatever his faults, is
never absent. Rahul

Gandhi frequently is.

There is also something
deeper and more uncom-
fortable at work. Rahul
Gandhi may not actually
want power in the way
that effective opposition
leaders must hunger for
it. He has stepped back
before. He seems gen-
uinely ambivalent about
the role at times. And a
leader who is ambivalent
communicates that
ambivalence, young peo-
ple especially can sense it
immediately. The CJP’s
founder projected more
conviction and urgency in
two weeks than Rahul has
managed in two decades.

The CJP is filling a vacu-
um that Rahul created.
Many within Congress
quietly believe he should
have already reconsider
his position. The party
has talented regional
leaders who connect with
voters far more. The
problem is that the
Congress’s entire identity
has become so entangled
with the Gandhi family
dynasty that stepping
back feels, to many insid-
ers, like dissolving the
party itself. That is per-
haps the biggest structur-
al failure of all, an oppo-
sition so dependent on
one surname that it can-
not reinvent itself even
when the evidence
demands it.

The Cockroach Party is,
at heart, still a protest
movement rather than a
political force. Protest
movements are brilliant at

articulating anger; they
are historically poor at
sustaining organisation,
contesting elections, and
governing. But that offers
Rahul Gandhi little com-
fort. The movement did-
n’t create the frustration.
It simply harvested it.

And the harvest that
should have been his,
built over years of

speeches and marches and
carefully crafted sound-
bites, went instead to a
cockroach with a raised
fist.

That is not just a political
failure. At this point, it is
a generational one — and
Indian democracy will
have to reckon with what
comes next.
